City may stiffen DUI penalties
LARAMIE - The Laramie City Council is considering stiffer penalties for drunken driving offenders with elevated blood - alcohol levels.
The proposed ordi​nance would mandate seven days in jail for a first-time DUI offender with a blood - alcohol level of 0.15 or higher. In addition, there would be a minimum $200 fine.
A repeat offender with at least that level of drunkenness would serve a mandatory 30 days in jail.
Also, anyone who re​fuses a test to determine their alcohol level will be penalized the same as if they had hit the o. 15 lev​el.
The current legal lim​it in Wyoming is 0.08.
The proposal has re -ceived preliminary ap -proval from the Laramie council and faces a final vote later this month.
