Laramie toughens up on DUI
LARAMIE — Leaders in Laramie have given final approval to tougher penalties for drunken drivers.
The City Council passed the law in a 8-1 vote Tuesday night.
The new penalties include a manda​tory sentence of seven days in jail for first-time offenders and30 days for re​peat offenders.
The law, which takes effect New Year's Day, also makes it a crime for any​one to refuse to take a test to determine whether they are drunk.
The penalties are tougher than those laid out by state law and believed to be stricter than any other municipality in Wyoming.
The parents of two of the eight Uni -versity of Wyoming students killed in a 2001 crash with a drunken driver were among those who urged the council to
change the law.
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
