TFWC One Year Outcomes
Smoke-Free Environments

1. Increase knowledge of improved attitudes toward, and increased support for the creation and active enforcement of smoke-free/tobacco-free policies to reduce tobacco prevalence and consumption.

2. Creation of smoke-free/ tobacco-free policies.
3. Compliance/Enforcement of smoke-free/tobacco-free policies.
Cessation

1. Increase use of cessation services.
2. Increase awareness knowledge, intention to quit and support for policies that encourage cessation.

3. Increase the number of health care providers and health care systems using SBIRT.

4. Increase insurance coverage for cessation services.

5. Increase number of quit attempts and quit attempts using WQTP. 

Community Mobilization, Coalition Building and Collaboration
1. Gain commitment of relevant stakeholders to coordinate, integrate and increase all tobacco related prevention and control activities.

2. Educate decision makers and policy makers about tobacco prevention and control efforts. 

3. Ensure sustainability with an increase in partnerships and advocacy efforts for coordinated, comprehensive and evidence-based tobacco control efforts.
