35-7-1014: Substances included in Schedule I. (Not budget neutral for DCI)
· Correct punctuation, spelling, and match to federal 21CFR listings
· In addition add synthetic cannibinoids (spice, K2)
· In addition add salvia divinorum (d)(xxxvi)
· Changes begin at (d)(viii)
· Synthetic cannibinoids are listed under (d) hallucinogens, after marihuana and other listings are re-numbered.
· This covers pages 8 through 20  out of 85. Through (f)(viii)

35-7-1016: Substances included in Schedule II.  (Budget neutral)
· Correct punctuation, spelling, and match to federal 21CFR listings (oripavine, tapentadol, lisdexamfetamine)
· Add to (b)(i)(T) Oripavine
· Delete (c)(xxv) Benzitramide (double entry) and renumber
· Add (c)(xxviii) Tapentadol
· Add (d)(v) Lisdexamfetamine, its salts, isomers, and salts of its isomers

35-7-1018: Substances included in Schedule III. (Budget neutral)
· Add descriptions to match 21 CFR listings (e)(iii) and (e)(iv)
· Correct listing (g)(xxiii)
· Add (g)(lx) Boldione
· Add (g)(lxi) Desoxymethyltestosterone
· Add (g)(lxii) 19-nor-4,9(10)-androstadienedione and renumber

35-7-1020: Substances included in Schedule IV. (Budget neutral)
· Correct spelling on (c)(xxix) Medazepam
· Add (c)(lii) Fospropofol to match 21 CFR listing
· Add (f) (iii) Carisoprodol and (f)(iv) Tramadol
35-7-1022. Substances included in Schedule V.  (Budget neutral)
· Add a statement to (b) to match 21 CFR
· Revise (e) to match 21 CFR which adds (i) Lacosamide and re-numbers (ii) for pregabalin and deletes the previous listing for pregabalin

35-7-1024: Registration requirements. (Budget Neutral)
· Change to allow registrants to renew every two years instead of annually
· Change the date for the late fee to be assessed to July 1 from October 1
· Change the date to notify the drug enforcement administration of a lapsed registration from December 31 to September 30
· Allow the late fee to be determined by rule-making, not statute, by deleting “forty dollar ($40.00)
· Change “bureau” to “Drug Enforcement Administration”
The purpose of the changes proposed in this statute are to streamline the renewal process so that registrants can renew for a longer period of time and must complete the renewal by September 30 each renewal year.  There are about 3800 registrants in Wyoming and about one third do not renew in the April through June renewal period causing them to have lapsed registrations.  The federal DEA registration is renewed every three years and the state registration must be current in order to renew the federal registration.  By changing to every two years a registrant can get the initial and the first renewal before their federal DEA renewal is due.  Every location where the practitioner has privileges (clinics, hospitals, etc) has to verify the Wyoming registration annually, this change should reduce administrative time to verify.  The renewal is available online.  The Board of Pharmacy anticipates staggering the current registrants so that half renew each year and new registrants will automatically be placed on the every two year schedule.  If the late fee can be determined by rule-making instead of statute there is more flexibility in the process.
35-7-1030: Prescriptions required in certain instances.  (Budget neutral)
· Add the word “or electronic” in (a) and (c)
Electronic prescriptions for controlled substances are legal federally under the DEA Interim Final Rule as of June 1, 2010.  This change and changes in rules would make them legal in Wyoming.

35-7-1059 Methamphetamine Precursor Sales  (Budget neutral)
· Change (g)((i) to match federal requirements (3.6 grams daily)
· Add (g)(iii) to match federal 30 day purchases (9 grams)
· Add (j) to require a logbook to match federal requirements with (i)(ii)(iii)
· Re-letter after the new section (j)
· Delete the new section (n)(v) which requires manufacturers and wholesalers to give the board of pharmacy a monthly report of sales.  This is not required in the federal law and Wyoming is one of the few states requiring it.

35-7-1060 Controlled substances prescription tracking program (Budget neutral)
· Add (c)(iv) which would allow a person to sign a consent for a third party to received reports, then re-number.

Most of the above changes would be budget neutral.  
Changes that may be controversial  in the 2011 legislature:
Synthetic cannibinoids and salvia will require increased budget in the DCI crime lab for additional personnel to process requests for testing. (two full time staff)
Tramadol has been followed in the prescription drug monitoring program since 2007and is found to have “doctor shopping”, forgeries, abuse, and misuse associated.  The manufacturer markets it as a non-controlled substance.  Four states have listed it as a controlled substance.
Carisoprodol has been followed in the prescription drug monitoring program since 2007 and is found to have “doctor shopping”, forgeries, abuse, and misuse associated.  Fourteen states have listed it as a controlled substance.  It is one of the “holy trinity” drugs that are used in combination by drug abusers: opiates, benzodiazepines, and carisoprodol.
