The Wyoming Survey & Analysis Center (WYSAC) and the Wyoming Department of Health, Mental Health and Substance Abuse Services Division, would like to announce the release of the 2010 Wyoming Prevention Needs Assessment results. They are available for download from the PNA website at: http://wysac.uwyo.edu/PNA. 
WYSAC has continued to improve the reporting and data availability from the survey. This year several county level fact sheets have been added to provide concise summaries of PNA results for a variety of topic areas. The available fact sheets include:

· Overall Results Fact Sheet—This sheet identifies the substance use and problem behavior indicators with the highest prevalence rates. It also lists the risk factors with the highest prevalence and the protective factors with the lowest prevalence. It provides a general overview of some of the primary survey results.

· Bullying Fact Sheet—This sheet provides the results from the questions related to bullying. This is a priority concern in many schools in the state and the PNA provides some of the most reliable data about this important topic that is available at the county level.

· School Connectedness Fact Sheet—This sheet provides indicators on how students are feeling about their school and the help available to them within the school. The information from these questions can help to understand the general school culture within the county.
· At-Risk Populations Fact Sheet—This sheet provides information regarding the prevalence of vulnerable and at-risk populations within the county. Specifically, it presents the percentages of students who reported having had parents who have been in jail for an extended period of time (30 days) or whose parents are currently in jail. It also presents the self-reported percentages of students who have been arrested, received a minor in possession charge, or moved from one school to another school. 

· Chewing Tobacco Fact Sheet—On the 2009 Youth Risk Behavior Survey, Wyoming is ranked second of 39 states for current chewing tobacco use for high school males at 24.7%. The PNA gathers additional information about this important topic and this sheet presents the results from the chewing tobacco related questions.
Additional results beyond the reports and fact sheets are available from WYSAC’s interactive graphing website (http://wysac.uwyo.edu/pnaig/) which will be updated soon to include the 2010 PNA results.
