· The Tobacco-Free Wyoming Communities Needs Assessment Workbook provides county-level data to guide you in implementing an effective and comprehensive tobacco prevention and control program. The Workbook contains information on tobacco-related attitudes and behaviors, and the social climate of your county.   
· The County Fact Sheets provide facts about prevalence and consumption, exposure to secondhand smoke, youth initiation, and tobacco cessation for your specific county. 
· WYSAC’s report on the 2009 Adult Tobacco Survey (ATS) presents data on tobacco-related knowledge, attitudes, use, and cessation. This report provides county-level data for many variables.
· The Survey of Tobacco Policies in Wyoming Restaurants and Bars reports county-level data on smoking policies in hospitality venues.

· The Operation Storefront Survey measures the display and advertisement of tobacco products in retail stores.
